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Psalms 95  

- I. An exhortation to praise and worship 
God, Psa_95:1-2 . 

-  Reasons for offering such praise, 
Psa_95:3-7 : 

(a) He is a great God, Psa_95:3 ; 

(b) He has made all things, and all things 
are under his control, Psa_95:4-5 ; 

(c) He is our Maker, Psa_95:6 ; 

(d) He is our God, and we are his people, 
Psa_95:7 .   An exhortation not to 
harden the heart; not to be perverse 
and rebellious, Psa_95:7-11 . This is 
enforced by the example of the 
Israelites in the wilderness, and by the 
results which followed from their 
tempting God, and provoking his 
wrath. The appeal is founded on the 
fact that, in consequence of their 
rebellion, they were shut out of the 
Promised Land on the same principle , 
if we are rebellious, we shall be 
excluded from heaven.
