In addition to meeting regularly these men determied to
send out fishermen to places where there were maffigh.
This sending committee was headed by those who had
great vision and had courage to speak about fishingnd
to promote the idea of fishing in far away streamsand
lakes, held meetings to define fishing, to defenikhing,
and to decide what new streams should be thought abt.
But the one thing the staff and the committee membsg
did not do,_they did not fish!

Large, elaborate training centres were built whose
original and primary purpose was to teach fisherman
how to fish. Over the years, courses were offerechdhe
needs of the fish, the nature of the fish, how tarfd fish,
and the psychological effects of fishing. Those whaught
had doctorates in 'Fisheology'! But the teachers dinot
fish! They only taught about fishing.

Further, the fishermen built large printing housesto
publish fishing guides. Presses were kept busy dand
night to produce material solely devoted to fishing
methods. A speaker's bureau was also organized to
schedule special speakers on fishing. After one isthg
meeting entitled 'The Necessity Of Fishing', two yang
men left the meeting and actually went fishing andne of
them actually caught two fish! He was honoured fohis
great catch and was scheduled to appear at all theg
meetings to tell how he did it. So he_guit fishingn order

to have time to tell his experiences to the other
fishermen!

Now it is true that many fishermen sacrificed and pt
up with all kinds of difficulties. Some lived nearthe
water and had to put up with the smell of dead fish
Some had to endure thadicue Of SOMe who made fun
of these fishermen's because they claimed to be
fisherman_but they did not fish, they wondered about
those who thought it was of little use to attend
meetings and talk about fishing. | mean, after all,
were they not following the Master who said,
"Come and | will make you fishers of mer?'
Imagine their chagrin when someone actually
suggested that they were not really ‘fishermen'.
Yet it did make sense. Can we rightfully call a
person a fisherman if year after year_he never
catches a fisf?

Dogs and Bones

My grandmother had many titbits of wisdom, like, “A dog that will bring a bone, will take one back.” It
was a caution about how to handle those who bring you a bone of gossip, slander, or backbiting, and her
way of saying they are not to be trusted. You see, the one who brings a bone doesn't stop to ask if it is true.
And even if it is true, the one who brings a bone doesn’t think twice about the damage that can be done
with the telling and how quickly a good name can be marred or destroyed. The one who brings a bone
makes you feel like you're receiving privileged information. The one who brings a bone also has the notion
they’re doing the church or the
world a favor by disclosing the knowledge or rumour. And before long, the rumour, many times orfalse,
has been told so much, it appears to be true. One simply cannot go back and retrieve the words or repair
the damage. James wrote about the importance of our words (3:6-8). He used some rather dramatic word
pictures to describe the tongue: a fire, a world of iniquity, it defiles the whole body, it sets on fire the course
of nature, it is set on fire by hell (literally, it comes from hell), it is untameable, and it is an unruly evil, full of
deadly poison.

David said one who will dwell with the Lord is “he who does not backbite with his tongue” and
“whoever secretly slanders his neighbour, him | will destroy” (Psalm 15:3, 101:5). Solomon must have
learned well from his father. He said, “Whoever spreads slander is a fool” (10:18b). And one must wonder if
Paul was thinking of dogs when he warned, “if you bite and devour one another, beware lest you be
consumed by one another” (Galatians 5:15).

Our tongues can utter kind words, sweetened by the living water we freely drink, or our words can
be full of rottenness. We can choose to speak promoting goodness, or we can listen and retell things that
help Satan do his evil work. The next time a dog brings you a bone of gossip, slander or backbiting, recall
what God's word says about such. And remember, a dog that will bring a bone, will take one back, and that
kind of dog can just as easily take back a bone that involves you!
